A MESSAGE FROM OUR RABBI     

 
Dear Friends, 
  
Let's discuss trees.  
  
For generations every American Jew's relationship with 
trees was established through a small blue box, a 
pushke, sitting on the windowsill. We were taught to put 
spare change in the box regularly and in some homes 
especially just before lighting Shabbat candles. The 
boxes were distributed by the JNF, the Jewish National 
Fund, and were intended to engage each one of us in 
the sacred task of reforesting Eretz Yisrael - the Land of 
Israel. Our eternal connection to our Land came with the 
responsibility for its security through planting trees.  
  
When Joshua led the tribes in battle first against Jericho 
and then for the rest of the promised inheritance, he was 
cautioned. In destroying every vestige of the pagan 
societies he would encounter, avoid at all costs 
destroying the trees. It was more than a symbolic 
injunction. Trees were a source of life and a 
foundation upon which the Hebrew tribes would build a 
new nation in their own land. 
  
Most importantly, in the Book of Genesis it is the fruit of 
the tree, eaten by the first man and woman that 
determine the fate of all future men and women. We are 
thus destined to become human, to know the difference 
between good and evil-right and wrong, work for a living, 
bear children in pain. Our punishment is what 
distinguishes us from every other creature ever created. 
The tree is the source of our humanness. 
  
So go see Avatar. It's a great movie with an incredibly 
Jewish sensibility about trees. (I won't reveal any more 
in case you have not yet made it to the theater and put 
on those funky 3-D glasses.) 
  
And next year when Tu B'Shevat (the Jewish New Year 
of the Trees) comes around again, stop and remember 
that Jewish tradition has given us a special day to focus 
on trees. As a colleague taught me this Tu B'Shevat, the 
holiday falls in the middle of the winter to remind us that 
while trees may look gray and lifeless during the winter, 
inside the warmth of the tree's core the seeds of new life 
have already begun to gestate preparing to burst forth 
and grow. I hope we can all be just like those trees. 
  
One P.S. to the discussion. There is only one country in 
the entire world that experienced a net growth in the 
number of its trees during the 20th century. Yes, you 
guessed correctly-Israel. Thank G-d for the pushke!!
