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A MESSAGE FROM OUR RABBI   

 
Dear Friends, 

I have asked the Rabbi, who also happens to be 
my husband, for special permission to use his 
column this month.  As most of you know, my dad 
Bill Ullian, z"l, (of blessed memory) died on April 
10th, Yom HaShoah, Holocaust Remembrance 
Day, and my family and I just completed seven 
days of shiva.  We observed a traditional shiva and 
personally I found the experience incredibly 
meaningful.  While everyone's world continued as 
normal during those seven days, my world 
stopped.  The pause allowed me to tell my own 
story of my father's life and death to many friends 
and family who attended the shiva.  

I want to take this opportunity to thank so many of 
you from our Temple B'nai Israel family for your 
cards, thoughtful kind words, visits, and donations 
in memory of my father.  My professional life 
revolves around healing and being present for 
people who are experiencing the challenges of 
illness, loss and grief.  This past week I felt held 
and comforted by a caring community of friends 
and family, and you, the members of Temple B'nai 
Israel.  It is a blessing to be a part of your 
community. 

I want to share a reading from Jewish Insights on 
Death and Mourning, Edited by Jack Riemer, that I 
read several nights during the nightly Maariv 
minyan held at our home.

Her diminished size is in 
me, not in her, and just at the moment when 
someone at my side says, “There!  She’s gone!” 
there are other voices ready to take up the glad 
shout “There!
