What a year 2009-2010 was..... Our High Holidays this
year were very special indeed. Our Yom Kippur services
concluded with the Ne'ilah honor being awarded to a
most deserving Sue Huberman and a shofar blowing
group consisting of many generations of children,
grandchildren and great-grandchildren of Temple
members.

Our Yiskor and Simchat Torah services on Sunday,
October 11" were also very special. In addition to the
services, we had a baby naming for Stella Hazel
Charney, great-granddaughter of Selma and Sumner
Freedman and granddaughter of Alan and Sandra
Belinfante. Everyone in attendance, including many
children, participated in the festivities of the holiday and
enjoyed being present for the baby naming.

We resumed our Friday night Shabbat Services on
Friday, October 16th. Shortly after that, Rabbi Sokoll
informed us that he would be resigning his position as
our Rabbi after the High Holidays in September 2010,
and that he would be available to conduct only one
Friday night Shabbat service a month.

That lead to many months of searching, interviewing,
seeking suitable candidates for Friday night services as
well as Sunday morning breakfasts; endless hours
expended by so many wonderful people until we finally
had the Board of Directors approve the nomination for
our new Rabbi, Joseph Berman, at a Special Board
Meeting on April 19™.

Our Chanukah Brunch on December 13" was just a
culinary delight and the movie was very enjoyable. On
January 10", Radio Talk Show Host Jordan Rich was
our guest speaker at our breakfast. We celebrated
Purim at our Sunday breakfast on Februar?é 28" and
had a Healing Service on Friday March 12™

Our Passover Seder was a huge success and was
attended by 63 people in spite of the heavy rain storm
which forced us to rent port-a-potties and experience
some of the authenticity of our ancestors as they were
fleeing Egypt.

On April 16™ Julian Lander conducted Friday night
Shabbat services and sponsored the oneg in memory of
his beloved mother, and our dear friend and congregant,
Miriam Feingold d’Amato. At that occasion, we took the
opportunity to present Julian with a pew plaque in
appreciation for all that he does to enrich our Temple.
This year has been a very difficult year, trying to balance
the schedule of services, holidays, etc., with Rabbi

Sokoll's cut in his usual schedule, but Julian’s continued
expertise enabled us to accomplish this very smoothly.

Ralph Waldo Emerson said, “Do not go where the path
may lead; go instead where there is no path and leave a
trail .”

We have left many trails and there is much ground still to
be covered.

That same wisdom tradition of Pirkei Avot includes the
single most important teaching for a moment of transition
like this one.

“Lo alecha ham’lacha ligmor
V’lo ata ben horin I'hibateil mimena

It is not your duty to complete the work
Not up to you to finish it
But neither are you free to desist from it

We have accomplished much together. We did not
desist from the work of embracing our Jewishness and
searching diligently for its “usability” and relevance in our
lives, its gifts of enriching our lives with meaning and
connection. But none of us is finished. It was not our job
to finish, just to engage seriously for as long as we have



been together for our own sake and the sake of those
who will come after us.

Or as one band you might be familiar with might say,
“You can’t go back and you can't stand still, ‘cause if the
thunder don’t get ya’ then the lightnin’ will.”

During our 24 years together we were handed the care
and nurturing of a sacred community. When Rabbi David
Neiman wrote my “Shtar Smicha”, my certificate of
ordination to be presented to the Beit Din- the Rabbinical
Court in New York City, he labeled this congregation
“Kehillah Kedoshah- B'nai Israel- the holy and sacred
community B'nai Israel.” | was a pisher at that time; |
could not possibly have known what that meant.
Together | believe we have learned and taught each
other what it means to be a sacred community. And |
feel privileged and honored to have been a part of this
community and the lives of so many wonderful and
blessed individuals and families.

| have also had the privilege of working with great
leaders and witnessed great leaders emerge and rise up
to take responsibility for this sacred community. The
great work that is yet to be done will only get done if
leaders continue to fight off all the urges to say “no, I'm
too busy.. and no, someone else will have to... or | just
can't right now..” and simply say what the heck, it is in
my hands now and | will do it. | will do whatever is
necessary to pass it on when I am done to those who
will follow me in better shape than when | received it.
And you will have left new trails and not finished, but
neither will you have desisted from doing it.

So let me conclude by reminding you of one small
tradition that speaks to my heart and the heart and soul
of this occasion.

Every year on the holiday of Simchat Torah we conclude
the year-long cycle of reading the entire Torah. When we
finish we are not melancholy. We have a party filled with
dancing and singing, carousing and carrying on. We
have reached a milestone of completion worthy of
celebration.

And then almost immediately we open a new Torah, a
different one than the one we have been reading, and
we start the story all over again from the very first verse

in the first chapter in the Book of Genesis, “Breishit
Barah Elokim et Hashamyim V’et Ha’aretz- In the
Beginning when G!d began to create Heaven and
Earth....

It is an amazing and deeply revealing Jewish habit. We
stop to celebrate our milestones of completion and
immediately begin again a new beginning.

Thank you for this celebration and all you have done for
me and my family. May your new beginning take you to

new places just as exciting, awe-inspiring and filled with
mountains of blessings as these 24 years have been for
us.

At home with the singing and clapping
during Friday night services, at home with the lively
discussion, friendly banter, and laughter over
Sunday breakfast and learning, and at home
meeting members of the congregation.

During Rosh HaShanah services we will sing the
words HaYom Harat Olam. What do these words
mean?

The first possible translation is, “Today the world
was born,” as our tradition teaches that the world
was created on Rosh HaShanah. In other words,
Rosh HaShanabh is the anniversary of the day it all
began. The second possible meaning is, “Today
the world is born.” In this translation, our world was
not born in the past, it starts now.

Of course both are true. Everything in our world
begins at a specific point and there is always
possibility for new beginnings. It can be difficult to
remember this second meaning of our prayer, that
“today the world is born,” and yet this is a central
message of the High Holidays. In life, when there
are big changes, the good and the hard, we can
begin again. And when our personal relationships
are damaged or simply shift, we can begin again.
Or when one thing comes to a close, we begin
again with something new.

| am taking this message to heart as | prepare for
the High Holidays. This Rosh HaShanah begins a
new phase in my life and a new phase in the life of
the congregation. Of course we can be grateful
that amidst the newness there is so much which will
remain constant. While there is some nervousness
and anticipation, | am filled mostly with excitement
about being in a congregation where | feel so at

home. Over the coming weeks and months, | am
eager to hear your stories and share my own, learn
about the congregation and community, and begin
to grow together as we begin the New Year.

They help play a key role in maintaining the
tradition of a dignified and smooth flowing service
by letting congregants know when it's the right time
to head up to the bimah to be 'on deck'’ for their
honor or aliyah.

As you have observed over time, at High Holiday
services, the President is on the bimah, always
helping ushers as needed to locate a congregant.
An usher can volunteer at as many or as few
services as they choose. We hope that you will give
of your time and volunteer to usher at High Holiday
services.






| [HIGH HOLIDAY DECORUM| I

Because of the solemnity of the High Holidays
and the large number of people in the Temple,
High Holiday Sanctuary services have a
decorum all of their own. We hope that you will
find this interesting and informative.

New Year Greetings: Traditional greetings for Rosh
Hashanah and Yom Kippur are "L'shanah tovah
tikateivu" (may you be inscribed for a good year!),
or shanah tovah u’'mitukah (happy and sweet year!;
or "Gut yontif* (happy holiday!). On Yom Kippur,
one also may say "tsom kal" (may you have an
easy fast).

Entering and Leaving the Sanctuary: Out of respect
for the Torah, one traditionally does not enter or
leave the sanctuary while

the ark is open

the congregation is standing

The Torah and Haftorah are being read

The Rabbi gives the sermon

High Holiday Seating in Sanctuary:

During the year there is general seating in our
sanctuary for Shabbat Services and events. During
High Holiday services, there is assigned seating in
the Sanctuary, and members are mailed their seat
assignments. Our ushers are available to help you
find your seats.

Yizkor is the memorial prayer service recited by
individuals for remembrance of those they mourn,
and by the collective community for all who have
died. Yizkor is recited four times per year: on Yom
Kippur and on the last day of each of the three
festivals: Passover, Shavuot and Sukkot (at TBI we
say yizkor at Simchat Torah/Shemini Atzereth
services)

Tallit Traditions: Kol Nidre is the only time during
the year that congregants wear a tallit at night.
Throughout the year, tallit is worn during morning
service, except on Tisha B'Av, the day of mourning,
when it is worn at the afternoon (Mincha) service
only.

Receiving Aliyahs and Honors:

Before the reading of each Torah portion, an
honored guest is called for an Aliyah (literally, a
"going up") to chant or recite special blessings
praising God for the gift of Torah. After the Torah
portion has been completed, the scroll is held high
for all to see and acknowledge. Then the scroll is
rolled and "dressed.”

When it's almost time for you to go up to the bimah
to await your aliyah, or honor, our ushers will come
around to let you know. Once up on the bimah, at
the appropriate time, Rabbi Sokoll will call you to
your aliyah by your Hebrew name and the Hebrew
names of your parents.

After receiving an aliyah or honor: In honor of the
Torah, after an aliyah, please remain on the bimah
until the reading following yours is completed. Then
when time to descend, we take a moment to shake
hands with honorees wishing them "yashir koach"
(may you grow in strength).

The honoree in turn responds "baruch tih'yeh" (to a
man) or b'aruchah tih'hee" (to a woman) which
means "may you be blessed". As aliyot and
honorees return to their seats, hand-shaking and
other wishes such as Mazel Tov are welcomed by
congregants!

If you need to change your aliyah or honor: If you
realize that you're unable to fulfill your aliyah or
honor, call Jane Wiseman at (781) 438-2396, so
that she can reassign it and avoid any interruption
the service.




Each year, we gather after services on Rosh
Hashanah and either walk or drive up to Revere
Beach to toss our breadcrumbs into the water. This
ritual, known as Tashlich (cast away), is the tossing
of crumbs from our pockets into the water. It's an
optimistic symbolic gesture to “cast away” our
unpleasant traits as if they are no more a part of us
than the very crumbs. Of course shaking crumbs
out of our pocket is much easier than tossing out
our sins, but it's really more about renewing a
positive mental attitude. Tashlich is a wonderful
way to express that we can overcome our slips,
failures and mistakes and rekindle our commitment
to our 'good traits'. And, we do it together, near the
water, with our wonderful Cantor Lois Welber,
leading us in informal song and readings. We will
meet at the beach for Tashlich, the first day of Rosh
Hashanah, Thursday, September 9th. So bring
your challahs and breads and crumbs and join us at
Revere Beach as we cast off our sins, awaken our
emotions and passions and begin to clean our
slate.

| [SUNDAY BREAKFASTS & MORE | I
