MESSAGE FROM THE RABBI  

 
Bringing Light During the Darkest Days, by Rabbi 
Joseph Berman 
 
By the time you read this, Hanukah will already be over.  
And yet, the message of Hanukah is relevant for the 
entire winter.  So I would like to share with you a little 
known Hanukah story.  This story is about Adam, the 
first human being ever during the first winter ever.

During the first winter on earth, Adam sees that the days 
are getting darker and darker and has never seen this 
before.  Adam doesn’t understand that this is the way of 
the world.  So Adam starts to get scared and worried.  
Adam thinks that the world is going to go back to chaos 
before there was night and day and so Adam proceeds 
to fast and pray and mourn for the next eight days.   And 
what happens at the end of the eight days?  Winter 
solstice.  And then the days begin to get lighter and 
lighter.   
 
Hanukah falls at the beginning of winter, during some of 
the darkest days of the year.  Each day of Hanukah gets 
darker and darker.  What do we do in response to this 
darkness, in response to the increasing darkness of the 
winter?  We light candles.  And each day of Hanukah as 
it gets darker we light another candle.  So the first night 
we light one candle and the second night when it’s even 
darker, we light two candles.  And so on every night of 
the holiday.   
 
What’s the lesson from this?  When there is darkness,  
maybe that darkness is because the sun has gone down 
and there is less light.  Or maybe there is darkness 
because we feel lonely or simply trapped indoors.  Or 
perhaps the darkness is because we, or someone we 
know, is unemployed and struggling to pay the bills.  
 
How should we respond to the darkness?   First of all, 
we recognize it.  There is darkness, and that can be very 
difficult, but we must face it.  And then, once we are 
honest about the darkness, we come together with 
community and we bring light to the darkness.  On 
Hanukah we bring light through the lighting of physical 
candles.  But we can also bring light during the cold and 
darkness of the winter by reaching out to other members 
of the community.   
 
If we ourselves are struggling, we can reach out to other 
members of the community or the clergy and ask for 
help.  And if we know someone who is having a hard 
time, we might call them or go over a visit.  During

Beginning January 31, 2012, Rabbi Joseph Berman will lead a class that helps adult community 

members take the next step in their Jewish lives and learning.  Students will learn to: 

 

    Chant verses of Torah 

    Take on a ritual and ethical mitzvah (good deed/commandment) 

    Focus on a personal area of study 

    Consider a variety of perspectives on key topics in Jewish theology. 
 

The class will culminate in a Bar/Bat Mitzvah service for those who have not yet had one, and a celebration of 

learning for those who already have. Previous knowledge of Hebrew not required.  

 

Classes will be held approximately twice a month at the Temple.  The cost is $150 for Temple Bônai Israel members; 

$250 for non-members.  There will also be fees involved for the Bar/Bat Mitzvah ceremony and kiddush itself, 

shared by members of the class.   

 

If you have already had a Bat or Bar Mitzvah but are interested in the class, you can still join! 

  

Dates: 
The course will consist of eight sessions.  Classes will take place on Tuesday evenings approximately every two 

weeks starting at the end of January (January 31st, February 14th, February 28th, March 13th, March 27th, April 17th, 

May 1st, and May 15th).  The Bônai Mitzvah ceremony will take place on a Shabbat morning in late May or early
